
 
       

WHAT CAN MY DONATION DO? 
Investments make a difference in the lives of people in the Fox Valley region. 
Here are a few examples of donations and the services they make possible: 

 
For $0.50 a week or $25 –  

 You would provide 6 children’s books to a family to help build early reading skills 
 

For $1 a week or $50 –  
 You would connect a refugee or immigrant student with a tutor 
 Or provide one hour of crisis intervention for a victim of domestic violence 

 

For $1.50 a week or $75 –  
 You would provide a dental visit for an uninsured child 
 Or provide one session of counseling for a child in need of mental health services 

 

For $2 a week or $100 –  
 You would provide after school supports and programs targeting STEM and arts 

achievements for underserved students 
 Or provide 10 families with educational games and activities 

 

For $3 a week or $150 – 
 You would provide a family living in poverty access to vital prescription medication  
 Or provide a primary care visit at a federally qualified health clinic 

 

For $5 a week or $250 –  
 You would provide an individual with financial literacy coaching and the ability to open a 

savings account 
 Or provide workforce development readiness training for minority youth 

 

For $6 a week or $300 –  
 You would provide a homeless parent and their child 5 nights in a safe, secure shelter 

 

For $10 a week or $500 –  
 You would provide home visiting services for a child aged birth to 3 months for a month 
 Or provide 1 week of violence prevention programs 

 

For $20 a week or $1,000 –  
 You would provide 12 months of food for a family of four 
 Or provide qualified low income households with homeless prevention services 

 

For $100 a week or $5,000 –  
 You would provide a year of before and after school care for a student of an at-risk family 
 Or provide a scholarship to a local student who is pursuing an early childhood degree to 

ensure that all young children are nurtured in their early learning
